Fueled by local volunteers, this not-for-profit association exists to promote and develop the game of tennis in the community.
The CHS CTA is a multi purpose CTA.  Our annual activities include:

· The Christian Heritage Spring Tennis Classic – a series of community tournaments for youth age 14 through adults.

· USTA Junior Team Tennis – CHS coordinates and sponsors a team of junior players from Lincoln County and West Spokane County that compete in Spokane and Northern ID each summer.

· The Christian Heritage Fall Shootout – utilizes the new shootout tournament format in this multi site one day youth and adult event
· Planning is taking place to conduct a one-week summer tennis camp for youth entering grades 5-8
CHS students play tennis through our sponsored tournaments listed above, USTA junior events and Junior Team Tennis.  Players that participate in the required number of USTA junior events can earn their ranking with the USTA.  A unique component of our tennis program is that our players compete with both youth and adults, broadening their experience and abilities.  
CHS provides the community tennis programs to build the game, give back to our local communities and provide opportunities for our players to grow in their tennis skill, personal discipline and in their spiritual lives.
